Evaluator’s Notes: Bayview Rd. and Penfield St. both have an existing 25-foot-wide right-of-way.

In the Sleepy Lagoon Stormwater Analysis report, identified as streets in project area with lower
elevationand higher susceptibility to Sea Level Rise (SLR), King Tide flooding, and standing water
during rainfall events that are concurrent with a high tide. The lowest elevation in this phase is at

1.1 ft NAVD88. The reconstruction project will elevate the road up to an additional 1.3 feet at the edge
of pavement. Elevation of the road will vary depending on existing grade. A stormwater management

system of inlets _pipes, and check valves will be designed to provide an efficient,_positive outfall for
the roadway.
