THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into by and between the Town of Longboat Key, (hereinafter referred to as "Town") , with offices located at 501 Bay Isles Road, Longboat Key Fl. 34228-3196,  and______________________ (hereinafter referred to as "Consultant") with offices located at _______________________________________________,  for the purpose of providing Professional Engineering Services under terms and conditions of the  _____________________________________________________________________________,  with the following exceptions; That where references are made to the ____________ it shall be interpreted to mean the “Town”� FILLIN "brief description or name of services to be provided under this contract" \* MERGEFORMAT �� for purposes of this Agreement, and that this form shall act as the Work Assignment for the Town of Longboat Key.





That for purposes of this Agreement Martin P. Black or his Designee shall act as the Contract Manager with respect to the services to be performed by the Consultant, and Notices shall be given to the Town at;

The duties of the Consultant shall consist of:


 


� FILLIN "More detailed description of services to be provided; as specific as necessary to define responsibilities of contractor" \* MERGEFORMAT �Professional Engineering Services for the “Village Drainage Study Update and Plan, for the Town of Longboat Key, Florida, to include the following items;





�Conduct peer review of the most recent study conducted in 1994 by Greeley & Hansen Engineers for updating information, overall budget projections, and Project Schedules.         ( See attached).


Develop and evaluate alternatives for drainage improvements not listed in the current plan. 


Include newly developed spaces into the plan.


Include peer review of suggested retention and drainage for site plan development of proposed Art Center.


Review possibilities of alternate sources such as Grant opportunities for funding of project .


Coordinate this study and plan into the Town’s current National Flood Insurance Program, Community Rating System, Flood Plain Management Plan.


Include updating current data base information into acceptable format for inclusion to future development of a Town GIS system.


Prepare and develop three presentations for providing information to the Village Association, Planning and Zoning Board, and Town Commission.


Prepare and develop bid and construction specifications for final approved plan.


Provide administration services for bid, bid award, and construction periods.








For work performed under this Agreement, the Consultant shall be compensated at the rate according to “Exhibit “B” of attachments FOR AN ESTIMATED MAXIMUM FEE OF____________,� FILLIN "$ per hour rate" \* MERGEFORMAT �� exclusive of reasonably incurred costs and expenses. Other expenses shall be reimbursed only with the Town’s prior approval to purchase and/or incur such expenses. 





It is understood by the Consultant that all files, maps, tracings, correspondence and documents pertaining to the Town that are provided by the Town shall be the property of the Town and shall be returned to the Town upon demand.


 


Consultant agrees, through the signing of this document by an authorized party or agent, to hold harmless and defend the Town of Longboat Key, Florida, and its agents and employees from all suits and actions, including attorneys’ fees and all costs of litigation and judgments of every name and description arising out of or incidental to the performance of this contract or work performed thereunder, whether or not due to or caused by negligence of the Town, excluding only the sole negligence of the Town.





Consultant agrees to obtain and maintain through the period of this agreement the following insurance:





1.	The policies shall be primary and written on forms acceptable to the Town, and placed with an insurance carrier approved and licensed by the Insurance Department of the State of Florida, and meet a minimum financial AM Best and Company rating of no less than “Excellent”: VII.





2.	Workers Compensation:  Coverage to apply for all employees for Statutory Limits in compliance with the applicable state and federal laws; or an exempt waiver, if applicable.  Policy must include Employer’s Liability with a limit of $100,000 each accident.





3.	Employer's Liability:  With limits of not less than $100,000 per employee per accident; $500,000 disease aggregate; and $100,000 employee per disease.





4.	Commercial General Liability:  Shall have minimum limits of $300,000 per occurrence.  Combined Single Limit for bodily Injury Liability and Property Damage Liability.  Shall include Premises and/or Operations, Independent Contractors and/or Completed Operations, Broad Form Property Damage and XCU Coverage, and a Contractual Liability Endorsement.





5.	Business Automobile Liability:  Shall have minimum limits of $300,000 per occurrence.  Combined Single Limit for Bodily Injury Liability and Property Damage Liability.  This shall include Owned Vehicles, Hired and Non-Owned Vehicles, and Employees Non-Ownership.





























6.	All policies required by this contract with the exception of  Workers Compensation, or unless specific written approval is given by the Town Risk Manager, are to be written on an occurrence basis, shall be endorsed to name the Town of Longboat Key, its Commissioners, Officers, Agents, Employees and volunteers as additional insured as their interest may appear under this contract.    Insurer(s), with the exception of  Workers Compensation, shall agree to waive all rights of subrogation against the Town of Longboat Key, its Commissioners, Officers, Agents, Employees and volunteers.


7.	Insurance requirements itemized in this section, and required of the Consultant shall be provided by or in behalf of all subcontractors to cover their operations performed under this contract.  The Consultant shall be held responsible for any modifications, deviations, or omissions in these insurance requirements, as they apply to subcontractors. 





8.	Each insurance policy required by this contract shall:





8.1	Apply separately to each insured against whom claim is made and suit is brought, except with respect to limits of the insurer’s liability.





8.2	Be endorsed to state that coverage shall not be suspended, voided, or canceled by either party except after 30 calendar days prior written notice by certified mail, return receipt requested, has been given to Town Risk Manager.





8.3	Be endorsed to reflect that the aggregate limit will apply on a per project basis.





8.4	Be endorsed to state that it shall be primary to the town’s insurance and self-insurance program.





9	The Town shall retain the right to review, at any time, coverage, form, and amount of insurance.





10.	The procuring of required policies of insurance shall not be construed to limit Consultant’s liability nor to fulfill the indemnification provisions and requirements of this contract.





11.	The Consultant shall be solely responsible for payment of all premiums for insurance contributing to the satisfaction of this contract and shall be solely responsible for the payment of all deductibles and retention’s to which such policies are subject, whether or not Town is an insured under the policy.





12.	Proof of insurance shall be provided by Acord certificates of insurance evidencing occurrence form coverage  and copies of all endorsements are to be furnished to the Town’s Risk Manager (501 Bay Isles Road, Longboat Key  FL  34228) within 15 days of the posted date of the Notice to Proceed, prior to commencement of work, and a minimum of 30 calendar days prior to expiration of the insurance contract when applicable.  All insurance certificates shall be received by the Town’s Risk Manager before the Consultant shall commence or continue work. 

















13.	Notices of accidents (occurrences) and notices of claims associated with work being performed under this contract, shall be provided to the Consultant’s insurance company and to the Town’s Risk Manager as soon as practicable after notice to the insured.
