Dear Mr. Linkogle:

This is to follow up on our conversation relating to the potential environmental restoration project located adjacent to Broadway and the Gulf of Mexico Drive at the north end of Longboat Key.  The project would involve water quality and habitat enhancements via the installation of a structure under Broadway and associated earthwork to facilitate flow between the north and south bayous/lagoons.  Department staff has only performed very preliminary reviews of the site. Additional information and site reviews would be needed to evaluate the project.  This would include but may not be limited to the following: determination of ground and surface water elevations, mapping of  resources, obtaining a hydrographic review, and determination of property boundaries/ownership within the project areas. If the Town is interested in pursuing this project, Department staff could assist by providing technical assistance for project planning and the potential to pursue partial funding through grants.  It is understood that if the Town decides to pursue this project, it may take considerable time from planning to implementation (as is usual with restoration projects).   Staff has appreciated the partnership which has existed between the Town and the Department  which has resulted in the construction of  several successful environmental restoration projects within Longboat Key.
