Executive summary:


Third paragraph following first sentence add:





“This model is based upon providing a level of service to minimize the seasonal flooding and maintain at least one passable lane on each road segment.  The model is not intended to eliminate all flooding for any given rain event.”








Fifth paragraph, following first sentence, add:





“Alternate 3 will provide for desired relief at an estimated cost of $235,000.


“Alternate 3 will involve the installation and resizing of pipe and inlet structures.”
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Add inserts of estimated cost and map of recommended Alternate Three to be included with Executive Summary section.
