Also, attached is the letter from Smart Vent confirming that the ICC-EC certification (also attached) for their standard

flood vent models also applies to the stacked units shown on the flood plan.

Regarding ltem 2 from my comment letter, we will need additional information related to the structural plans related to
the stairwell walls being shear walls, or the addition of flood openings to the stairwells; however, that can be addressed

later with a plan revision or modification, and does not affect the dry floodproofing.

Regarding ltem 3 from my comment letter, this is unrelated to the flood plan and would be addressed by ECS as part of

the post-project inspection services.
